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This is a momentous climax of the Gospel. Jesus is on the holy mountain. Where is this mountain? We do not know; nor does it matter. The important thing is that Jesus is presented as the glorious Son of Man of the prophecy of Daniel, to whom all authority on earth was given; but now Jesus reveals that he has all authority on earth and in heaven. As Jesus sends his disciples out, he promises that his divine presence will be always with them. It is in the strength of that presence that they will pursue their task. This promise creates a bracket around the Gospel: these final words of Jesus echo the message from the opening of Matthew’s Gospel when the angel speaks of the name to be given to Jesus. ‘They will call him “Emmanuel”, a name which means “God is with us”.’ The divine presence of God in Jesus and in his community is the clue to the whole Gospel of Matthew. This theme is also stressed in the centre of the Gospel when Jesus says, ‘Where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them.’

STEP 1: RELAX & REMEMBER: Remember that through this scripture our Lord is truly present. Read the Gospel, pay attention to any words that stand out & meditate on them for a few minutes and be invited into a dialogue with God.


STEP 2: READ THE GOSPEL:  A Final Commission to the Disciples 


(Matthew 28:16-20) The eleven disciples set out for Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus had arranged to meet them. When they saw him they fell down before him, though some hesitated. Jesus came up and spoke to them. He said, ‘All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, make disciples of all the nations; baptise them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teach them to observe all the commands I gave to you. And know that I am with you always; yes, to the end of time.’


’STEP 3: REFLECT:  (See front page)


STEP 4: RESPOND & REQUEST: Now slowly and prayerfully read the Gospel once again but this time in silence. Consider how this Gospel could apply to your life in general. Then thank God for any insight you may have received. Conclude by asking God to bless you with one of the following spiritual gifts to help you act on any resolution you have made: love, understanding, wisdom, faithfulness, peace, self-control, patience or joy. Please remember to pray for the Church and particularly our school families. Then conclude by requesting the prayers of Our Lady & St Joseph.

What are we prepared to give up for the Gospel? Do we try to make our own cross, or accept whatever we are given?  To give up all your possessions is to make yourself vulnerable and dependant. This gospel teaching could cause all kinds of problems between families, friends and colleagues.
