Diocesan Justice & Peace Refugee Project Update. Although the premises are temporarily closed, they continue to support the most vulnerable clients by providing ‘digital vouchers’ to those destitute clients they are able to contact. The vouchers (Tesco or Asda) allow recipients to purchase goods (£30) in the supermarket. The food remaining at the Project is being passed to similar local agencies to distribute to those in need.  Food donations cannot currently be accepted, but anyone who is able to support the Project financially can do so by setting up a one-off payment or standing order.
