The Fourth Sunday of Lent 22nd March 2020
Coronavirus
The Bishops of England and Wales have issued a statement in which they say:

 ‘following official advice and in order to keep each other safe, save lives and support the NHS, at this time we must not gather for public acts of worship in our churches… until further notice. Our churches will remain open. They are not closing. They will be a focal point of prayer, where you will find solace and strength. In visiting our churches at this time, we will observe with great care the practices of hygiene and … social distancing.’

This affects all public ceremonies in Church including Mass, Baptism, Confessions, Weddings and Funerals and will be followed until we are given permission to resume normal practice. These are trying times and we need to support each other with as much kindness and consideration as we can. At the same time, it is important to follow these instructions for the safety of everyone; especially those who are most vulnerable.

In cases of necessity Baptisms can be conducted in an emergency by the Priest or Deacon but these would not take place with a congregation. Weddings should be postponed; if absolutely necessary, they can take place but only in the presence of the Priest, Couple, Witnesses, immediate family, and the one authorised to register the Marriage. Confessions will be available on request and only behind the screen. Funerals may only be conducted in the Crematorium or at the Graveside. A memorial Mass or Service may be arranged after the restrictions are lifted this can arranged. 

Until further notice there will be no public celebration of Sunday and Weekday Masses

Our Churches will be open for people to come in to pray – see the back page of this newsletter for times. 
Mass will still be celebrated each day. During the coming week the intention both Fr Saji and Fr. Adrian will offer Mass for those affected by the Coronavirus. In the succeeding weeks we will offer Mass for intentions that have been given but the time and location will not be published as these celebrations will be in private. If you have already given an intention and would prefer to wait until later please let us know by e-mail.
