THE  CATHOLIC  PARISHES  OF  JARROW
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The Twelfth Sunday of the Year 21st June 2020

Church Opening. The Government announced that churches can re-open from 15th June. From Monday 15th June St Mary’s Cathedral, Newcastle and St. Mary’s Sunderland are open at certain times of the day. (see rcdhn.org for times).  The next three to open will be St Aidan’s, Ashington;  St Patrick’s, Consett; St Joseph’s, Hartlepool

In the next round of churches to be reopened it is hoped that Saint Bede’s will be one of them as it is in Jarrow town centre.  If this is to happen, we will need people to act as stewards and to clean the church after each opening. We are hoping to open each weekday around 12.00 noon – the number of days and length of time will depend on those who can help. We would be delighted to have parishioners from any of the Jarrow Parishes to take part in this. The Diocese will provide training for anyone who is willing to take part in this project as there are rules on how we welcome visitors in these difficult times. 

The guidelines also mean that anyone who is vulnerable because of age (70+) or serious illness are unfortunately not eligible to form part of the team.
